Andersen Open Magnet School and Andersen Elementary, Minneapolis 2727 10th Ave South Minneapolis, MN 55407

The Andersen school complex is located in the Phillips neighborhood of South Minneapolis.  Andersen Elementary is grades K-5 and Andersen Open School is grades K-8.  Both schools serve a large Latino population. Summer opportunities at Anderson range from working in the classroom with a staff member or one-on-one tutoring. There are opportunities in all grade levels which includes crafts, soccer, leadership, science, math, reading and writing. Summer opportunities are from July 7 through July 30th, Monday-Thursday 7:45am - 12:45pm. Volunteer hours are negotiable. 
Crossroads Elementary School, St. Paul 543 Front Ave. St. Paul, MN 55117

Crossroads Elementary is a year round Science and Montessori School located in the north end of St. Paul.  Crossroads is seeking academic mentors to work with 3-5 grade children as part of an effort to reduce the achievement gap in basic reading and math skills. Academic mentors will work with Crossroads’ staff to assess the needs of children and determine how best to address those needs. Academic mentors will lead academic activities with selected children one-on-one and/or in small groups.  Located in the Highland Park area of St. Paul, EXPO is a dynamic elementary school serving grades K-5.  EXPO engages students in an active, rigorous curriculum to prepare them for the 21st century.  Through language, science, arts, Life Skills, and community learning projects, we provide each learner with child-centered educational opportunities in a multi-age environment. The best part of this opportunity is building connections with kids. Summer school runs from June 22 through July 14th.  Volunteer days and hours is negotiable.

The Meadowbrook Collaborative has been reinvesting in families and children in our community since 1993. Summer session runs from Tuesday July 7th-Thursday, July 30th Mondays-Thursday from 8:00am-1:00pm.  Volunteer hours are negotiable.    
Perspectives Family Center, Summer Explorers, St. Louis Park 3381 Gorham Ave. St. Louis Park, MN 55426

The Perspectives Family Center in St. Louis Park works to “improve the quality of life for at-risk and homeless families and children.” Volunteers at Perspectives work primarily with the Summer Explorers program working with students K-6 on social, cognitive and education skills. Morning volunteers will work with children and teachers on educational and social enrichment such as reading, math, and computers. At noon, volunteers assist in the children’s lunch. In the afternoons (at St. Louis Park Rec Center or Oak Hill Park) children go swimming for social and physical education or to the park for recreation.
